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Shogi is one of the most popular variations of chess-like games in the world in which
players move pieces on a board. It is true that shogi is played mainly in Japan, but for a game to
have ( 21 ) such a large number of fans, with extensive newspaper and television coverage, it
must have a fascination that goes ( 22 ) many other board games. Without ( 23 ), shogi ranks
alongside chess as one of the great classic board games.

Most shogi competitions are only open to professionals and are ( 24 ) annually. In the
early stages, elimination matches are used for junior players. Stronger players join the competition
later, and these later stages ére either elifninations or leagues to ( 25 ) a single winner. Games
betweén players of unequal ( 26 ) are sometimes played with the stronger player removing some
of their own pieces.

The elaborate rituals in shogi are highly valuedv and many foreign players like this ( 27 )
of the game. This is especially true when ( 28 ) the possibility of playing on proper Japanese
equipment which foreign players don’t usually have access to. There are two main board styles, the
traditional type used when sitting on the floor and another for playing on a tabletop. Making shogi
boards and pieces is still such a respected art that there is even one city in Japan, Tendo, ( 29 )in
it.

Although it is difficult to ( 30 ) such complicated shogi rituals precisely, the four
principles below are observed for good reason and should be remembered. Firstly, keep all the
captured pieces in full ( 31 ) of the opponent so they can see them clearly. For this ( 32 ),
players use small tables placed at the right-hand corners of the board when playing on a traditional
board. ( 33 ) playing on a tabletop, the captured pieces are usually placed on one half of the
shogi-piece box or on special wooden stands. Secondly, once a move is completed by letting go of the
piece, the move cannot be changed. However, there is no obligation to move a piece because you
have touched it and many players do ( 34 ) to touch their shogi pieces rather a lot while thinking

about a move. Thirdly, a player can ( 35 ) defeat by saying “I have lost” in Japanese. Finally, the
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most important principle is to show ( 36 ) to your opponent and to be kind to them.

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It turns out you might be able to eat candy for a living — and make a lot of money in the
process. Canada’s Candy Funhouse, an online candy store, is ( 37 ) a chief candy officer. A recent
job posting asks, “Do you love all things candy and chocolate?
