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Spending your nights sleeping for just four seconds at a time might sound terrible to you, but
it’s okay for chinstrap penguins. While sleep is usually a necessity for animals, it does put many
(21 ) danger because they lose the ability to respond quickly to threats. However, scientists
studying these penguins in Antarctica found they drift in and out of sleep more than 10,000 times a
day, ( 22 )them to keep a constant eye on their nests, and protect their eggs and chicks from
predators. In total, the birds ( 23 ) eleven hours of sleep a day without ever slipping into
continuous sleep. Researcher Paul-Antoine Libourel noted that while humans cannot sustain this

Researchers first (26 ) to investigate penguin sleep in the 1980s. This involved capturing
them, and then putting them in a shelter to observe their sleep (27 ).
